Call to order and agenda

· The chair requested information on essential patents, patent claims, and pending patent applications and called for letters of assurance.  No response was made to the call

· The chair also noted the affiliation FAQ, anti-trust FAQ, ethics code, IEEE 802.11 policies and procedures, and IEEE 802 policies and procedures

· The chair covered the voting rules for WNG SC, being a standing committee

· The chair reminded attendees to record attendance
Approval of previous meeting minutes

· November 2010 meeting minutes (11-10/1334r0)

· The chair asked for corrections; none were required

· The chair requested approval by unanimous consent

· There was no objection from the standing committee, so the minutes are approved

Presentation: 11-11/0044r0, Handover Technology for Vehicular Communications – Woong Cho
· Presentation of a handover scheme for a WAVE based system based on some trials undertaken in Japan.
· Question (Q): the road side equipment transmits at 15-20dBm EIRP, with about 0.5km range.

· Answer(A): The power is correct, but the distance is over 1km

· Q: In the 2.4 GHz band

· A: No, it’s in the 5.9 GHz (802.11p) band

· Q: So what’s new here compared to 11r and 11ai?

· A: I think 11ai is fast link initial setup and I think we need more parameters for handover.

· Chair: 11r and 11ai are looking at the security aspects when you roam.

· Comment (C): The initial scope of 11ai was to include handover, but this was removed at later stages of development.  Therefore I would state that 11ai is not just for security. I recommend that you review the 11ai presentations initially made in WNG SC.
· Comment (C): I’ve seen quite a few presentations about pre-amble techniques in WNG. Is this related?

Q: For the presenter: In Korea, the need for handover is based on streaming media requirements. However 11p is supposed to be for safety and emergency application.  Is the Korean government content to share this band between entertainment and safety purposes?

A: In ETRI, we are considering both services. However the government is not very sure about 11p at the moment.

Ex-11p chair: Please note that 11p is not just for safety purpose (e.g. traffic updates). I hope to present a list of services to the 11ai group in the near future.  11p never considered the use of a vehicular BSS for example, as 11p didn’t have time to do this.
