An alternative approach for enabling dynamic spectrum use is to extend the concepts underlying the rules for Television Band Devices to additional spectrum bands.  

Under such a system, devices would rely on a real-time database to obtain up-to-the-minute  information on spectrum availability for any given location

Comment - Interest from .11 is to avoid strict license access. Rather interest is in shared spectrum.

Comment - We are experienced in sharing in response times well under 1 minute. And expect to be ever more secure and more timely responsive to the other authorized spectrum users.

We believe the real time database approach provides a scalable solution.

We are experienced in response times well under one minute and expect to be ever more timely and securely responsive to the other authorized spectrum users.
