The Chairman Dee Denteneer calls the meeting to order at 2011-02-03T16:08+01:00. The Chairman reminds all present to state their name and affiliation before they speak.

The Chairman calls for potential essential patents. No one responds to the call (2011-02-03T16:09+01:00) and no claims are brought forward.

The Technial Editor Kazuyuki Sakoda reports about the status of the draft amendment. Draft 8.01 is on the server. It is based on IEEE 802.11-2007. 

Kazuyuki Sakoda started working on the comments that relate to beaconing and synchronization. His text will resolve most of the outstanding comments. Kazuyuki Sakoda intends to upload his resolutions by tomorrow. The Chairman has uploaded documents 11-11-0216-00-000s and 11-11-0217-00-000s. The documents relate to MCCA. The Chairman rewrote the advertisement clause. However, this text is not in its final stage. The Chairman asks for early feedback. Other changes are not included but will be uploaded for discussion later. Clause 9.3.8.8 has been rewritten in total.
The Chairman refers to the comments in the RFI section. There are 42 open comments. The comnents that address Forwarding received two resolutions from Michael Bahr. He reports that the general idea is to have forwarding inside MBSS in clause 9.22 only. Anything that relates to forwarding to the outside of MBSS will be handled in 11C.10.3. Michael also discovered that group addressed multi-hop action frames are not well considered. He asks how many addresses field should be there? Attendees discuss which field is to be used in which way in this case. If this would be a normal broadcast frame, it would reach the immediate neighbors only. The neighbor mesh STAs would not forward. In contrast, a multi-hop action frame sent to the broadcast address should reach every mesh STA in the MBSS. Even if the frame needs to be transmitted over multiple hops. If the receiver address is set to the broadcast address, then other mesh STAs must forward the frame. This is denoted as a multi-hop action broadcast frame. The discussion indicates that attendees are in favor of deleting the last sentence of the text that Michael Bahr’s comment resolution to CID 1067 proposes. Further, Michael Bahr’s comment resolution addresses the fact that there is a term that is unspecified in 802.11s.
Dan Harkins about the comment resolution process in the security section. He reports that René wants to review the draft and will change his vote from no to yes. The Chairman announces that he will contact those that did vote no in the second sponsor ballot. The Chairman hopes to receive feedback before the beginning of the ad hoc meeting. 

The next topic on the Chairman’s agenda is the discussion of the tutorial. Dan Harkins included some additional slides on peering to the set of tutorial slides. The slides added discuss link establishment too. The Chairman reminds everyone that there will be no time to sit together in Singapore before the tutorial. He urges everyone that the tutorial slides should be prepared before the IEEE meeting in Singapore.
Dan Harkins asks how the tutorial should be presented. Should there be one presenter? Or should there be multiple presenters? Another idea is have a TAG team for each tutorial topic. The teams will change with each section that is presented. The Chairman speaks in favor of a TAG team approach. The Chairman thinks a discussion after each section is not preferred because the timinig will be in danger. The Chairman argues that time management will become a nightmare. Guenael Strutt, however, is in favor of having the tutorial chapters separated by a discussion after each chapter.
The Peering is explained in slides from Dan Harkins. Dee proposes to familiarize the audience with the term. This concept should be explained with exactly the word peering since the latter is a term new to IEEE 802.11.Also there should be some kind of a handshake sequence chart. This should Show the order of some the frames exchanged in the Peering. The Chairman reminds that the basic protocol ideas should be explained. The group should outline the advantages. The dirty details are not needed. The term mesh STA needs to be introduced early in the beginning. The mesh STA term, the details of a mesh STA and the frame structure are to be explained by Guido R. Hiertz.

Power save could be explained by a few slides from Jarkko Kneckt (Nokia). Multihop and Routing should be explained in two separate sections. The Chairman reminds attendees that we should not overwhelm people with too much information. Guenael volunteers to develop the routing and multi-hop related slides. He will ask Michael Bahr who had to leave this teleconference early. Guenael Strutt will be in Singapore to speak as a presenter.
The discussion of beaconing, MBCA and MCCA will be taken care of by Kazuyuki Sakoda. The concept of collocation of multiple STAs and multiple APs should be covered too. This is to be explained by Guido R. Hiertz.
The Chairman reminds attendees that the tutorial should be a ase case based discussion. Presenters should motivated functionalities of IEEE 802.11s by different uses cases. The Chairman asks for other questions, comments and proposals related to the tutorial. There is no response.
The Chairman provides an update on the IEEE 802.11s ad hoc meeting in Eindhoven. The meeting will be held next Monday to Wednesday. On Wednesday, the Chairman will post the agenda for next week’s teleconference. Guido R. Hiertz will take care of updating the comment spreadsheet during the ad hoc meeting.
The Chairman asks whether there are other things to discuss. No one replies.
