1. Dave Halasz (representing Aclara) is the chair of the TGah and was running this session.  Chair called meeting to order: 10:11pm, EST.
2. Secretary: Jae-Hyung Song (LG Electronics).
3. Administrative items
3.1. Chair Halasz reviewed the administrative items and presented the links for accessing the related documents.
3.2. Chair Halasz reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline. Chair asked: “Are there any questions?” None heard.
3.3. Chair Halasz asked: “Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard?” None heard.
3.4. Chair Halasz reviewed other guide lines of the IEEE WG meetings. 
4. The proposed agenda of the teleconference, which was circulated through the TGah email reflector, was reviewed.  The agenda contained:
4.1. IPR and other relevant IEEE policies
4.2. Review of the proposed agenda
4.3. Channel model discussion (led by Jim Lansford, CSR)
4.4. Selection procedure proposal discussion (led by Dave Halasz, Aclara)
4.5. Use cases discussion (led by Stefan Aust, NEC)
The proposed agenda was approved by unanimous consent.
5. Channel model discussion (led by Jim Lansford, CSR)
5.1. Jim Lansford (CSR, the channel model ad-hoc chair) stated that the channel model ad-hoc needs to be informed with the usage model, so that the channel model effort can have a basis.
· Ad-hoc chair Lansford suggested the usage model effort should start prior to the channel model effort, and the channel model effort should wait until the usage models to have a certain level of consensus.
· A participant asked if the channel model discussion should wait until the usage models are agreed on TG level.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford responded that the channel model effort can start before finalizing usage models, but has to wait until having basic idea.
6. Selection procedure proposal discussion (led by Dave Halasz, Aclara)
6.1. Selection procedure proposal (11-11-0239r0, Dave Halasz – Aclara, Rolf de Vegt – Qualcomm)
6.1.1.  The submission contained proposed text for the selection procedure document, which includes the development of usage models document, channel model document and specification framework document, as well as the proposal selection methods.
6.1.2.  Discussion on the submission
6.1.2.1. A participant asked why the author used the term “may” for the usage models document development.  The author agreed to change “may” to “shall”.
6.1.2.2. A participant asked why the author suggests the ad-hoc groups to start prior to the specification framework document approval, while .11ac ad-hoc groups were created after the specification framework was approved.  The author responded that the author assumed what is suggested is the group wants, considering the discussion during the January meeting.  But he also stated that the group can have a further discussion on this matter.
7. Use cases discussion (led by Stefan Aust, NEC communication systems)
7.1.  Stefan Aust (NEC, the usage model ad-hoc chair) suggested the discussion to proceed with submissions review.
7.2. Additional indoor use cases (11-11-0241r0, Minyoung Park – Intel)
7.2.1.  The submission contains additional indoor use cases for the sub 1GHz spectrum, such as healthcare/fitness, home/building automation control.
7.2.2.  Discussion on the submission
7.2.2.1. There was a discussion on the clarification for some of the proposed use cases.
7.2.2.2. A participant asked the reference or the assumption for the number of devices provided.  The author responded that he will add references/studies regarding the number of devices at the next teleconference.
7.2.3.  Ad-hoc chair Aust asked if there is any objection to adopt proposed use cases.
7.2.3.1. A participant asked for due diligence in selecting the TGah use cases.  The ad-hoc had no further comments and agreed.
7.3. TGah use case temperature sensors (11-11-242r0, Rolf de Vegt – Qualcomm)
7.3.1. The submission contains a temperature sensor network use case.
7.3.2.  Discussion on the submission
7.3.2.1. A participant asked what difference the proposed use case has, compared to the .15.4g application.  The author responded that the proposed use case is based on .11 system and is a low power consumption usage model.
7.3.2.2. Ad-hoc chair Aust asked if the author is aware of the home thermostats Smart Grid use case referring to the Wi-Fi Alliance document, “Wi-Fi for the Smart Grid”.  The author responded that he would take a closer look on the mentioned document, but he believes that the Wi-Fi Alliance is focused on traditional 2.4/5 GHz systems.
7.4. Due to the lack of time, Stefan Aust suggested to continue the discussion with the rest of the submissions (11-11-0243r1, 11-11-0244r0 and 11-11-0017r3) in the next teleconference.
