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Abstract

This document contains the meeting minutes of the IEEE 802.11s teleconference on 2011-03-03.

The great Chairman calls the meeting to order at 2011-03-03T16:07+01:00.The Chairman reminds all present to state their name and affiliation before they speak.

The Chairman calls for potential essential patents. No one responds to the call (2011-03-03T16:09+01:00) and no claims are brought forward.

The Chairman outlines the agenda of this teleconference. There are no additions to the agenda.
The Chairman reviews the draft and the comment resolution status. There are only a few comments received during the sponsor ballot. Most of the comments are expected to be sent in at the end of the deadline. The deadline for comment submission is next Saturday.
There is one new disapprove comment that asks for the inclusion of 802.1x to the draft. The comment asks that 802.11s should be capable to integrate with central authentication system. Kazuyuki Sakoda reports that 802.11 relies on either a Preshared Key System or a central authentication system. However, Kazuyuki Sakoda doubts whether it is a good idea to add 802.1x support to the draft since we are very far into the sponsor ballot. Kazuyuki Sakoda is interested in the opinion of security experts about the inclusion of 802.1x support. Kazuyuki Sakoda warns that the inclusion might cause further comments. He thinks that 802.1x supports is not necessarily required. From his point we could ignore according comments.
Jon Rosdahl asks about the amount of changes that are required to add support for 802.1x. The great Chairman reports that according to Dan Harkins substianal changes are needed. There is a mesh specific 802.1x support needed.

The Chairman discusses the comment by Mike Montemurro. The latter is asking to keep the Mesh Action field cohesive. Currently, they are spread out in four groups. Michael Bahr reports that in 802.11ae they use a mechanism to announce the AC for different management frames. The structure is needed for each management frame subtype and each category of an management frame. A bitmap is needed to signal the structure and which type of frame belongs to which AC. If the values are not contiguous, the bitmap becomes large. The current approach needs 200 b. This is a signaling overhead. Michael Bahr proposes that we move the mesh action frames to different IDs. The technical editor, Kazuyki Sakoda, doesn’t expect any major problems with renumbering the management frame IDs. Kazuyki Sakoda submitted and according comment that asks for resolution of this issue. There is no interaction with ANA needed. This numbering therefore is not complicated.
Because of the low number of action frames they were consolidated into one category in the past. The numbers were spread out to differentiate them and leave some room between them.

The Chairman discusses the status of the tutorial. There are 92 slides now. Michael Bahr provided more input to the tutorial. The order of slides is OK. However, the format of the slides is very different. There should be a more common style among all slides. Kazuyuki Sakoda believes that the group should polish the slides and make them look more cohesive. There should be an editor to do this job. The content looks good. Guenael Strutt (Powerwave) has volunteered to polish the slides. However, he is not on the call.
Michael Bahr is volunteering to partially work on the slides. However, he may be busy and therefore is not available to do polish all slides.
There are no other topics brought forward for this teleconference.
