Allan Zhu (Samsung Electronics) pointed to a comment related to back-off procedure for MU-MIMO TXOP sharing.

Brian Hart (Cisco Systems) pointed to CID 547. Brian also aksked for fixing TXVECTOR table where the editorial comment may be hiding a serious technical issue.

Minho Cheong (ETRI) volunteered to prime comments related to clause 22.3.4.

Simone Merlin (Qualcomm) volunteered to consider VHTC-related comments.

A number of comments are assigned to other people including Edward Au (Huawei), Liwen Chu (STMicroelectronics), and Hongyuan Zhang (Marvell).

Comments that are not assigned during the call will be considered during the IEEE 802.11 meeeting.
