3.2. Chair introduced the officers of the group.

4. Administrative items
4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
5. Chair reviewed the PAR, Scope, Purpose, Principle and Vision/Outcome. 

6. Chair reviewed the PAR and 5c documents of 1900.7. Stanislav Filin (NICT) answered the questions received.
6.1. Alan (HP) asked about the distinct identity of 1900.7 and how it doesn’t overlap with 802.11af.
6.2. Rich asked if the multichannel support referred in the 5c document is based on multiple radio or single radio. 

6.3. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) commented the new standard should not try to support all the usage models referred in the documents at the same time. 

6.4. Filin responded due to the interests of some contributor some usage model is here in the document, but it depends on the future contribution that these feature will be supported or not. 
6.5. Marc Emmelmann (FOKUS) commented that it should be clearly mentioned in the PAR that all these features will be supported. 
6.6. Rich commented 802.11af supports mobility. 

6.7. Peter commented 802.11 supports power efficiency features such as sleeping mode. 

6.8. Padam Kafle (Nokia) asked what is the assumption of supporting several tens of kilometres and several tens of Mbps. 

6.9. Peter commented 802.11k supports interface to geo-location device. 

6.10. Peter commented 802.11h supports coexistence mechanisms such as quieting period of BSS. 

6.11. Peter commented that there is a problem with PAR answering to question 7.1. Descriptions of standards/projects with a similar scope should be provided. 

6.12. Rich questioned about the marketing feasibility of P1900.7 assuming all the features referred in the documents are supported. 

6.13. Peter commented there is limitation of high power usage because white space is unlicensed. 

6.14. Peter commented 48 months deadline is for completion of the standard not for WG letter ballot, 40 or 36 months should be there instead. So the next question is what can be really achieved within 36 months. 

6.15. Rich commented the P1900.7 has been doing a good and solid work.
