· SCS comments
· Issue #1 (CID #2096)

· Queuing strategy (See document 11/165r0)
· Proposal in slide #5 seems most appropriate.

· Issue #2 (CID #2350)

· How to deal with AC specific statistics – should AC and AAC queues be counted using the same (existing) statistic or should we have a separate statistic – one for AC and one for AAC.
· With the organization of queues we currently have (slide #3 of 11/165r0) and the one to which we are planning to move (slide #5 of 11/165r0), we can only count both AC and AAC queues into one statistic.
· Editorial Comments – since the base for TGaa is mixed: 802.11mb that has renumbered some clauses and 802.11u/v/s which have the old clause numbering, reviewers of P802.11aa D3.0 are confused by mixed clauses (sub-clause 11 inside clause 10, for instance). Need to address this at the WG level. Will bring this up at the CAC.
CAC input – this should be resolved with the next revision of 11mb. .11s will still be a problem. Will make an announcement in the opening plenary. Also will make a note when the next LB is announced.

· GCR extensions – document 10/892r2
· Jochen walked through this submission. Intends to bring corresponding normative text to the Singapore meeting. Recommended that he post the normative text to the document server as soon as possible in order to allow for member review.
· Sponsor Pool formation
· Planned to occur during the March 2011 meeting. 
· Discussion in the CAC recommended that we do this in the May meeting since the Sponsor Pool cannot last more than 6 months.
· Singapore Logistics
· Focus on LB173 comments. The goal is to resolve all of them and kick off 3rd recirculation LB after the Singapore meeting.
· Other business, if any
