TGac editor: Change the paragraph defining Non-Transmitted BSSID Profile subelement as follows: 

The Non-Transmitted BSSID Profile subelement contains a list of elements for one or more APs which have non-transmitted BSSIDs, and is defined as follows:

— For each non-transmitted BSSID, the Non-transmitted BSSID Capability element (see 7.3.2.67) is the first element included, followed by a variable number of information elements, in the order defined in Table 7-8.

— The SSID and Multiple BSSID-Index subelements are included in the Non-Transmitted BSSID Profile subelement.

— The FBMS Descriptor element is included in the Non-Transmitted BSSID Profile subelement if the Multiple BSSID element is included in a Beacon frame and if the TIM field indicates there are buffered multicast frames for this non-transmitted BSSID.

— The Timestamp and Beacon Interval fields, DS Parameter Set, FH Parameter Set, IBSS Parameter Set, Country, FH Parameters, FH Pattern Table, Channel Switch Assignment, Extended Channel Switch Announcement, Wide Bandwidth Channel Switch, VHT Transmit Power Envelope, Supported Regulatory Classes, IBSS DFS, ERP Information, HT Capabilities, and HT Operation elements, VHT Capabilities and VHT Operation elements are not included in the Non-Transmitted BSSID Profile field; the values of these elements for each non-transmitted BSSID are always the same as the corresponding transmitted BSSID element values.
