Notes – Monday, March 28th, 2011; 
1. Dave Halasz (representing Aclara) is the chair of the TGah and was running this session.  Chair called meeting to order: 9:35pm, EDT.
2. Secretary: Jae-Hyung Song (LG Electronics).
3. Administrative items
3.1. Chair Halasz reviewed the administrative items and presented the links for accessing the related documents.
3.2. Chair Halasz reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline. Chair asked: “Are there any questions?” None heard.
3.3. Chair Halasz asked: “Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard?” None heard.
3.4. Chair Halasz reviewed other guide lines of the IEEE WG meetings. 
4. The proposed agenda of the teleconference, which was circulated through the TGah email reflector, was reviewed.  The agenda contained:
4.1. IPR and other relevant IEEE policies
4.2. Agenda for March 28th conference call
4.3. Channel model discussion led by Jim Lansfor
The proposed agenda was approved by unanimous consent.
5. Channel model discussion led by Jim Lansford (CSR)
5.1. Ad-hoc chair’s view
5.1.1. Ad-hoc chair Lansford stated that the TGah now has a straw man use case document, and he wants to invite people to either refresh existing channel model submissions or make new channel model submissions targeted specific use cases.  Meanwhile, he will create a straw man channel model document with same structure and same section numbers, so that it has a channel model per use case.  He also stated that channel models will be used to evaluate each technical proposal and will allow the group to perform fair comparisons on each proposal.
5.2. Structure of channel model document
5.2.1. A participant asked if there will be separated channel mode for each use case.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford responded that there are three generic classes channel models; i) outdoor to outdoor, ii) outdoor to indoor, and iii) indoor to indoor, and the channel model document needs to frame which would be a proper channel model for a use case.
5.3. Discussion on the different S1G spectrum bands
5.3.1. A participant commented that in some countries, there are some sub 1 GHz spectrum that the channel models for 902 ~ 928 MHz band will not be applicable.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford responded that the channel model document would have sub-sections for each different spectrum band under each class of channel model.  He also stated that there are lots of channel measurements already performed, so people will find existing literatures and existing channel models.
5.4. Discussion on the interference with other systems using same spectrum band
5.4.1. A participant commented that 902 ~ 928 MHz band is utilized by other systems in some countries, and asked if the channel model document will perform a study on the interference issue.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford responded that the interference is a different issue.  While he would be interested in if people have a way to model the interference, but how to model that and put it into the channel model is a different issue.
5.5. Discussion on the Doppler effect and the channel model
5.5.1. A participant commented that there is a submission on the Doppler effect, from Steve Shearer, which showed that even if a STA is stationary, vehicles moving around the STA will cause the Doppler effect in outdoor environment.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford responded that the channel model effort should take the Doppler effect into account.  He stated that he knows there is a submission about the Doppler effect, but the group needs a submission that connects the Doppler effect study to the channel model.
5.6. Timeline discussion
5.6.1. A participant asked what the expected timeline for the channel model document is.  The TG chair Halasz responded that it is up to the participation, but projected timeline is to start channel model effort in March and to finalize it by September.  The group can use the teleconferences from now until the May meeting to have some things in the document.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford confirmed that there will be a straw man document ready by the next teleconference, so that people can make submissions against it.  He also stated that the group will have a v0.1 of the document by the May meeting.
