Peter Loc (self) you refernce 802.11v rev 3. We now have rev 16.0, is there any difference in this area?
Illsoo( LG): I don’t think there is a difference between versions.
Robert: 11v is included in the latest IEEE 802.11mb release. There is minor editorial change.

Jae Sung (ETRI): There is another change, BFMS changed to FMS. Your proposal is not affected by the changes in that.

Robert: if we add the changes, I’ll use IEEE 802.11mb as the baseline.

Jae Sung: There is some inconsitency.

Illsoo: I agree.

Brian Hart (Cisco): Wide BW channel switch, why we including it?
Illsoo: it is related to regulatory power constraints.

Robert: These are elements that have been added to the draft. They are not included in BSSID.

SP: Do you agree with resolution to CID 1033 as in doc 11/0494r0?
