4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.

6. GENERAL comment resolution: Jihyun Lee (LGE) presented document 11-11/0402r1. 
6.1. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) commented the device identification information will be moved from Annex E to clause 8. 
6.2. Eunsun Kim (LGE) asked for the opinion from the group whether the identification information should be transmitted in beacon or public action frame. 

6.3. Peter Ecclesine responded the identification information is long and might not be appropriate to be in beacon. 

6.4. Yohannes (NICT) asked what device requires to receive this identification information.

6.5. Jihyun Lee responded that no device is required to receive this identification information. 

6.6. Yohannes commented that if no device is required to receive this information, we should not define it in the standard.
6.7. Eunsun Kim responded fixed device transmitting identification information is required by FCC.  

6.8. Chen Sun (NICT) commented not all the regulatory requirements are needed to be implemented in the standard. 
6.9. Peter Ecclesine commented we need to check the regulatory requirement and decide in the ad hoc meeting which requirements should be implemented and which should not.  

6.10. Eunsun Kim responded more discussions are needed. 
6.11. Peter Ecclesine added “200405 presentation 0402r1 is given at teleconference” to the comment spreading sheet. 
7. MAC categorization: run by Peter Ecclesine as the TG editor. 

7.1. Eunsun Kim has sent a mail to the editor indicating the comments she is working on including WSM and MLME.
