8. PHY comment resolution.

8.1. Peter will submit a submission next week for 8MHz channel operation.  

9. The TG agreed the following changes on ad hoc owing group. 

9.1. CIDs 201, 205, 206, 209, 214, 219, 461 and 1044 should be transferred from MAC to the EDITOR.
10. GENERAL comment resolution will be in next week. 
11. MAC comment resolution: Yohannes (NICT) presented document 802.11-11/462r3. 
11.1. Padam (Nokia) commented the usage of altitude bits for radius is only for personal portable devices not for fixed device. 

11.2. Eunsun Kim (LGE) commented we need to define how to use the altitude bits to define the radius information, we need to define the field value. 

11.3. Peter Ecclesine commented a new information element should be defined to convey the radius information instead of using the same format for multiple purposes. 

11.4. Eunsun Kim commented the length filed is not sufficient for indicating the elements with variable length. 
11.5. Padam commented that each TLV has a length field, the fields can be decoded with the length information in each TLV. 

12. MAC comment resolution: Santosh (Qualcomm) presented document 802.11-11/535r0. 

12.1. Peter Ecclesine commented country information element available in the base standard can address the issue, no new information element is needed. 
12.2. Zhou Lan (NICT) asked what is the difference between CPM and country information element. 

12.3. Peter responded that CPM is designed only for announcing channel or power change, the information element is not in every beacon. 

12.4. Steve (Qualcomm) asked if we need both WSM and country element considering the similarity of the functionality of these two elements. 
12.5. Peter Ecclesine commented that WSM should not be in the beacon due to the length of WSM. 
12.6. Peter commented all the beacon elements are in clear text without protection.
