Youhan Presented

Robert: Did you include the data symbol
Youhan: I included one data symbol.

Minho: can you explain the case with LENGTH = 1

Youhan: are you asking about a valid MAC frame of length 1

Robert: the shortest length is 14

Brian: I think the restriction comes from the MAC and not the PHY. It is not appropriate here.

Eldad: You are changing on the spot HT

Youhan: yes

Elded: Ddo we need TXVECTOR to define the precise usage.

Robert: Whatever you do here should match the HT PHY

Eldad: It is not matching now. I am not comfortable with the change.

Youhan: I am fine with that.

Robert: if we make the change we should make it in the HT PHY as well.

Brian: It is a matter of interpretation of the question. I agree it is not important comment.

Brian: You said “element”. I suggested removing element and instead talk about field or sub-field.
Robert: can you use select instead of notable.
