In IEEE 802.11af D1.0, dot11ContactVerificationSignalInterval is not defined but dot11ContactVerificationInterval is defined instead. Therefore, it is proposed to change dot11ContactVerificationInterval as dot11ContactVerificationSignalInterval. Therefore, it is proposed to agree technical comments 161 and 1282. 
CID 1278 says to delete several MIB variables because they are defined but not used in the draft. Hence, it is proposed to agree technical comments 1278 and delete them. 
CID 1146 asks to change the parameter type to unsigned 32 according to the C.1 recommendations.
