4.2.1.  Several participants commented it is generally good idea to have a task group vice chair in that the group becomes larger and the position of vice chair will be helpful for harmonizing several opinions.
4.2.2.  Since most participants were favorable to have a vice chair, Chair Halasz encouraged the group to volunteer for the vice chair position. The election for the vice chair will be held during the May F2F meeting.
5. Channel model discussion led by Jim Lansford (CSR)
5.1. Skeleton submission review (11-11/0498r1, Channel Models for TGah)
5.1.1.  Ad-hoc chair Lansford stated that he didn’t have anything new for updating the document. Thus, the channel model discussion for this week is only about a submission by Porat as follows.
5.2. Channel model text (11-11/0579r1, Ron Porat – Broadcom)
5.2.1.  This submission suggests the utilization of 3GPP SCM channel model for 11ah outdoor channel model, and proposes the corresponding channel model text. The previous submission related to this was Link budget (11-11/0552r1).
5.2.2.  The author suggests two simulation scenarios representing all outdoor TGah scenarios, which considers pedestrian mobility as well as the Doppler effect due to reflections from cars.
5.2.3.  Discussion on the submission
5.2.3.1. There was a discussion on the clarification for the parameters of delay spread and transmission range regarding Typical Urban deployment scenario. Further discussions are needed on it, since the delay spread value of 5us in the Typical Urban case is related to the transmission range of about 1.5km which is longer than that for 11ah requirements.
5.2.3.2. There was a discussion on antenna gain and patterns, especially for WiFi APs having some directional gains on the antennas.
6. Requirements discussion led by Minho Cheong (ETRI)
6.1. The functional requirements ad-hoc chair Cheong could not attend the conference call, thus further discussion on functional requirements will be continued on May F2F meeting.
