In a QoS STA, the sequence numbers for QoS (+)data(11n) frames are generated by different counters for each TID

and receiver pair and shall be incremented by one for each new MSDU or A-MSDU(11n) corresponding to the

TID/receiver pair.

The sequence number for management frames that are SNE may be set to any value and are ignored on reception.
Add a new sub-clause 8.7
