Multiple "television channels" are carried within a multiplex, which is modulated in a certain band (UHV, VHF @ 5MHz, 8MHz, etc). In the old days there was a one-to-one relation between TV channel and UHF/VHF channel, but not any more.
	It's not quite right, but change "television channels where regulatory authorities permit operation by 802.11 STAs." to something like
