9.1. Peter Ecclesine said some MAC sections need rewriting, acronyms of CSM and CPM should be used in CSM and CPM sections. TG editor will take actions to make these editorial changes. 

9.2. Peter Ecclesine said the content of section 17 will be decided in July. 
10. Creation of the TGaf D1.02. 

10.1. 802.11 drafts cause renumbering, and several are happening this week: TGs D12, REVmb D9, TGae D4, TGaa D5 and TGac D1. In addition, REVmb approved comment resolutions are changing the way MIBs are described/used, Peter Ecclesine as the TG editor will roll the changes into TGaf with a submission to cover technical changes.
10.2.   Peter Ecclesine as the TG editor will update TGaf D1.02 to the baseline, and editorially rewrite Channel Schedule Management and Network Channel Control to use abbreviations, as was done for White Space Map. Hopefully P802.11af D1.02 and 11-11/277r12 will be available for the May 31 teleconference.
