1.3 Editor Report
1.3.1 Adrian has posted comments reveived in the last ballot, along with the 8 comments received after the close of the last ballot, see https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/dcn/10/11-10-1284-11-000m-revmb-sponsor-ballot-comments.xls . 
1.3.2 There are 209 comments from 9 commenters. 186 of the comments were marked “must be satisfied”, and 68 of these were technical.
1.3.3 Adrian has reviewed the comments and assigned them to ad-hocs and topics using a similar categorization to the previous ballot. There are 5 comments deemed technical by the commenter that Adrian will resolve as editor. There are 23 comments deemed technical by the commenter on the use of the word “ensures” that Adrian will resolve as editor. There are 5 comments from the IEEE-SA MEC marked technical that Adrian will resolve as editor.

1.3.4 A D9.01 version of the draft that incorporates resolutions of the editorial comments will be available shortly.

1.3.5 IEEE SA has changed the allowed comment resolutions: Accepted Revised (V), and Rejected (J). Laments for loss of pneumonics.

1.3.6 Concern with additional comments, discipline of change control. Have been lenient to date – new amendments rolling in, improve the draft. Likely to close off changes in a D12.0 timeframe, after 11s + comments rolled in.
1.3.7 The 802.111s amendment is expected to be available from IEEE publication staff in early August. This will enable Adrian to incorporate the 11s text in D10.0, which will be balloted in August/September, will have comments back before the September meeting.
1.4 Document 11-11-787
1.4.1 Had a presentation of this proposal, but no motion in May; desire additional review.
1.4.2 These types of submissions should wait until the next revision, if not large enough for a new TG.

1.4.3 Trade-off is a 3-4 year delay; better to get in sooner.

1.4.4 Concern that the submission has adequate review from the working group.

1.4.5 Could we have a 30 day LB on adding the material in 787? Potentially. Discussion on merits of tactical approaches, and amount of additional review that a forced vote/with penalty of loss of voting rights generates.
1.4.6 Agree to additional email notices, verbal notifications at the plenary sessions, and targeted outreach.
