21.3.2 Transmit Mask 

The transmitted spectrum shall adhere to the transmit spectrum mask shown in the Figure 150. The transmit spectrum shall have a 0dBr (dB relative to the maximum spectral density of the signal) bandwidth not exceeding 1.88GHz, -20dBr at an 1.2GHz offset, -25dBr at an 1.8GHz offset and -30dBr at a 2.2GHz offset and above, inside the channels allowed for the regulatory domain in which the device is transmitting.  For transmit mask measurements, the resolution bandwidth shall be set to 1MHz and the frequency range fc +/- 1 MHz (where fc is the center frequency) shall be ignored.
The Transmit Mask shall be measured on data packets longer than 10 µs without training fields.
