8.2.1. Peter Ecclesine presented document 802.11-11/1111/r4 for TLV related comment resolution. 

8.2.2. Peter is working on the 11-11-1111 -tlv-structure-comments.doc and the 4th version that captures the latest discussion is currently available, it is still on editorial status.  

8.2.3. Peter Ecclesine proposed to consider Canadian TVWS device ID in the TGaf draft, which means adding one more Device ID in 11-11-11, an example that shows multiple countries in the scope.
8.2.4. Chen Sun (NICT) asked to clarify why the Type field in the WSM TLV format is deleted.

8.2.5. Peter Ecclesine responded that the goal of 11-11-1111 document is to explain how the TLV works. The Type field is removed for TLVs which were changed from compound to simple, based on previous conference call discussions.  
9. Peter gave a suggestion on the kind of submissions needed by now
9.1. We need to move to the EDITOR all the various Length, Type, etc. comments that have not been addressed in approved submissions.

9.2. We need a technical TLV submission that corrects the content of the CAQ, CPM, CSM sections, especially those that go to RLSS, and that adds Canadian Device ID, etc. as they are allowing licensed white spaces.

9.3. We need a Clause 4 framework subclause that is modified as we go forward.

9.4. We need another “enabling” submission that starts where 414r7 left off.
9.5. Peter Ecclesine commented the divorce of 802.11af from .11y should be completed.
9.6. Santosh and Padam Kafle volunteered to work on the submission related to 414r7.
