Mark: It is a good change. Are all the A-MPDUs considered in MU or SU?
Matthew: It is independent of MU or SU.

Adrian: I think it is necessary to insert one paragraph that padding is specified for each user.

Robert: That’s true. Look at the TXvector table. My understanding is that there should be multiple PSDUs per user.

Matthew: The one that has preamble is PPDU.

Robert: PSDU is between MAC and PHY, while PPDU is between two PHYs.

Matthew: Maybe change the title to be “VHT PSDU” instead of “VHT PPDU”
Yong: If we change the titile, we do not need to mention MU or SU here, right?
Matthew: The primitive here needs indication of MU/SU.

Yong: The PPDU that has same duration may not indicate the PSDU have same length.

Mark: A VHT STA is also a HT STA

Robert: Yes. But we do not need to say it is VHT or HT here.
