Erik (CSR): We don’t quite agree with the negative afftect the receiver design. There should be a very small power change.

Matthew: It will affect the AGC design.
Robert: You can do interference cancellation with the padding. How much benefit can you obtain by zero transmission?

Erik: There is no penalty when transmitting zero.

Robert: If some of the frame is very long and the others are very short, you’d better to do SU-MIMO.
