Liwen presented

Simone: It is possible that MU-MIMO transmission has only one user requiring BA, and the other transmission may not need BA, so MU PPDUs can also be protected by single protection. Further, “shall” statement is not necessary.
Liwen: If we allow this, we need to add a new rule. We are talking about single protection. We can discuss this.

Robert: I agree with Simone.

Youhan: CID 2157 and 2158, bullet 8, why not include NDP?
Yong: What is the reason to remove this one? I do not see any harm to keep it. There is some confusion: the pending frame should not be ACK, right?

Robert: This is single transmission part. Why should we contain the multiple protection here?

Yong: With single protection, if you want to transmit MU frames, you should only protect at most one transmission; otherwise, it is called multiple protections.
Robert: Single protection here means only one frame is transmitted, not for multiple frame transmission.

Yong: I think we should go back to 11 texts.

Osama: We can take this out if we are not clear.

Liwen: Let me clarify. I think you guys are wrong. Based on the 11 texts, single protection does not mean you can only transmit one frame or to one user. 

Yong: Let’s see how to apply this basis concept.
