4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
4.5. Chair reviewed the TG chair function. 
5. Rich Kennedy reviewed the issues we need to consider. 
5.1. Rich said hopefully there will be some input from PHY experts in Atlanta. 

6. Peter Ecclesine reviewed the status of comment resolution. 

6.1. Eunsun Kim proposed to transfer the following comment CIDs 

6.1.1. CID 231 changes from WSM to CVS.

6.1.2. CID 702 changes from WSM to general
6.1.3. CID 182 changes from WSM to general
6.1.4. CID 993 changes from WSM to RLQP or general
6.1.5. CID 576/922 changes from CVS to general
6.1.6. CID 654 changes from CVS to general
6.2. No objections were received. 

7. Peter Ecclesine presented document 802.11-11/1412r0 for CPM related comment resolution. 
7.1. Padam Kafle (Nokia) commented this document is a very good attempt to clean up the CPM procedure. 
7.2. Peter Ecclesine said the request/response procedure of CPM is removed, only announcement remains. 

7.3. Zhou Lan (NICT) asked the necessity of RLQP for CPM since the request/response is removed.  

7.4. Peter Ecclesine responded the RLSS may directly announce CPM to stations using RLQP. 

7.5. Padam Kafle spoke against the resolution of comment CID 500, saying there is another submission to address the coexistence issue. 

7.6. Peter Ecclesine responded 11aa is dealing with the same OBSS issue. 

7.7. Eunsun Kim (LGE) asked for clarification of the usage of extended channel switch.

7.8. Peter Ecclesine responded extended channel switch in TVWS is not permitted according to the current draft.  

8. Peter Ecclesine presented document 802.11-11/1420r0 for RLQP related comment resolution. 
8.1. Zhou Lan asked how the communications between APs are not allowed given the fact that public action frame can be used between APs. 
8.2. Peter Ecclesine responded there is no means so far that allows AP directly talking to each other. 

8.3. Eunsun Kim asked the rationale to change the size of the Info ID field. 

8.4. Peter Ecclesine responded this change will allow ANQP STAs to receive the frame even though the content may not be understood. 

9. Peter Ecclesine presented document 802.11-11/1386r1 for DSE enablement related comment resolution. 

9.1. Peter Ecclesine said the document was presented last week, the only change is the discussion parts are enhanced. 
10. Santosh Abraham (Qualcomm) presented document 802.11-11/0908r2 for secure enablement related comment resolution. 
10.1. Padam Kafle asked if an extra key is needed.
10.2. Santosh responded an extra key is needed for the self protected action frame between enabling AP and dependent STAs. 

10.3. Peter Ecclesine commented there is no mode I AP according to the FCC rules (KDB 594280). 

10.4. Rich Kennedy commented any STA that sends beacons needs to be certified as master device according to the FCC rules. 

11. Eunsun Kim presented document 802.11-11/1150r3 for DSE link identifier element related comment resolution. 

11.1. The document was presented last week, there were no new comments received. 
12. Eunsun Kim presented document 802.11-11/1405r0 for WSM element related comment resolution. 
12.1. Padam Kafle spoke against putting WSM in beacon due to security reasons. 
12.2. Zhou Lan asked if the announcement frame will be broadcasted. 
12.3. Eunsun Kim responded the announcement frame will not be broadcasted due to security reasons. 
12.4. Zhou Lan spoke against the resolution for comment CID 666 saying one octet is not enough to provide time in minute. 
12.5. Peter Ecclesine said the resolution of hour for validity time in WSM should be more than enough, because validity time begins every time the field is received – time from now.  
13. Chair asked if there is any other business, hearing none. The conference call was adjourned at 24:00ET. 
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
