5.3. Peter Ecclesine commented TGaf may go one step further completing a standard without PHY, only operating class and channelization will be sufficient. One possible approach is to specify the global table of operating class and leave the tables for particular countries to later stage. 
5.4. Peter Ecclesine commented power management in TGac is currently broken; BSS operating channel and constrained transmit power cannot be changed at the same time. 

5.5. Padam Kafle (Nokia) asked Peter how to create a separate PHY clause 23.

5.6. Peter Ecclesine responded all the changes that apply to clause 18 and 19 can be copied to a new clause to create the PHY section of TGaf.
