4.1. IEEE 802.11ah Proposed Selection Procedure (11-11/239r2, Dave Halasz (Motorola))
4.1.1.  Chair Halasz reminded the group of what was discussed during the last conference call regarding the forming of the ad hoc sub groups.
4.1.2. Chair Halasz showed the specification framework document for 11ah (11-11/1137r5).
4.1.3.  The 2 subgroups we will probably come out first are the PHY and MAC sub group.
4.1.4.  Chair Halasz asked if there were any comments on that. There were none.

5. Discussion on Call for presentation in the March face-to-face meeting
5.1. Chair Halasz asked those who wish to make submissions for March face-to-face meeting to send him an email so that he can have more time to plan the agenda on the powerpoint slide.
5.2. Chair Halasz mentioned that he will probably send out an email reminder before leaving for Hawaii.
5.3. Zander (I2R) asked how many slots are allocated for 11ah in the March Meeting. Chair Halasz replied that he asked for 8 slots. 
5.4. Chair Halasz forecast that we might not have as many submissions as the previous session. Klaus Doppler (Nokia) asked if Chair Halasz was sure. Chair Halasz replied that based on his experience from the previous meeting, there were not many emails to him about submissions and it was only during the first meeting that people started informing about submission.

5.11. Chair Halasz also mentioned that he would work with Osama (TGac Chair) if there are any guidelines for the 802.11ac ad hoc group.

5.12. Ron Murias (Interdigital) mentioned that it would be good to have guidelines to have deadline for people to submit their contribution so that others can have a look at the contribution when the meeting starts.
5.13. Chair Halasz mentioned that during the March meeting we will not meet as subgroups. During the March meeting, it was more to form the subgroups and put some leadership in place and also clarify the operations of those groups.
