Graham presented the 11aa status (same as per the 11aa meeting)
Status of 801.avb

Michael presented the 802.1avb status.

New work

Next markets to be addressed are 
· Very large systems (1000's streams) with critical real time applications.  Address inconsistencies in draft on the 802.1AS timing but more important to support industrial applications need to get data through the network quicker.  One idea is to offer pre-emption.  Hence, can choose to terminate existing and substitute the higher priority stream.  Also allowing network to be scheduled.  Port to be 'not busy' when stream expected.  
· Support of redundant paths between two end points.  Multiple paths at the same time.  One application is for home networks where no path is reliable.  Need to see the BSS as a LAN.  Automotive and industrial applications.  

Discussion, time scheduling seems to be the only way when time is critical.  Michael suggested that 802.11 should always give them a call when considering such in the Wi-Fi world.

Norm expressed that no standards for putting the AP in the middle of the networks, no interconnectivity at Ethernet layer (RJ45 and Ethernet and 802.11).  Ed suggested talking to Mark Hamilton, Chair of 802.11 Architecture.

Alex presented on Annex C of 802.1Q-2011, 
During the comment resolution process of P802.11aa, some MIB attributes, MLME primitives and frames were renamed.

Future liaison - Graham suggested that if the future work looks to be useful or required then 802.1avb should approach 802.11 to arrange liaison.  Norm suggested that maybe finding some volunteers to meet and see if joint work could be carried out to mutual advantage.  Are there people who would want to participate in such – do we need anything more official?  Ed offered that the usual procedure is to present in WNG.  Norm thinks that .11 may have everything that is needed, but would need to have some expert input.  Also is .11 comfortable bringing bridging into its arena.  Maybe way ahead is to wait until the requirement is clearer, joint presentation to WNG if there is a gap.
