PISCATAWAY, N.J., USA, <date> – The IEEE today announced that it has published the IEEE 802.11ae™- 2012, Standard for Information Technology-Telecommunications and Information Exchange between systems-Local and Metropolitan networks-Specific requirements-Part 11: Wireless LAN Medium Access Control (MAC) and Physical Layer (PHY) specifications: Prioritization of Management Frames
This amendment defines a mechanism for prioritization of management frames and a protocol to communicate management frame prioritization policy. The new protocol allows IEEE 802.11™ devices to define and communicate a local management frame prioritization policy for the Wireless LAN network. The new mechanism allows IEEE 802.11™ devices to prioritize management frames against other management and data traffic. 
Wireless LAN networks increasingly carry more management traffic. Management traffic is currently transmitted at a single priority that is higher than most data traffic. IEEE 802.11ae™ defines a protocol for devices to communicate a prioritization policy for management frames, and a mechanism for transmitting management frames at different priorities according to the prioritization policy.
