Allan: It is based on the context. I am not sure if this is only applied to VHT.

Yong: I agree with Youhan. I think it is good enough to put a sentence only for VHT. For HT, we put the NDP announcement. It is not the same as NDPA frame. How about jumping to the next sub-clause? Also please change NDPA to NDP announcement frame.

Youhan: Please add VHT before NDP announcement frame. 

Allan: Update it into r3.

Osama: BW is reserved in solicited MFB. It is not change. It can extend the value, why not.
Youhan: There is no benefit to have this change.
Yunbo: I can explain it. In unsolicited MFB, STBC is in the Compressed STBC. After extension, we can have the same range.

Youhan: To use MFSI is consistent with 11n. It is simpler. I do not see more benefit. I can see your point to have one more value. 

Yunbo: Maybe we can discuss more offline.
