a) transmit a 160 MHz or 80+80 MHz mask PPDU if the secondary channel, the secondary 40 MHz channel and the secondary 80 MHz channel were idle during an interval of PIFS immediately preceding the start of the TXOP

e) transmit a TVHT_4W or TVHT_2W+2W mask PPDU if the the secondary TVHT_W channel and the secondary TVHT_2W channel were idle during an interval of PIFS immediately preceding the start of the TXOP

f) transmit an TVHT_2W mask PPDU on the primary TVHT_2W channel if the secondary TVHT_W channel  were idle during an interval of PIFS immediately preceding the start of the TXOP.
g) transmit a TVHT_W mask PPDU on the primary TVHT_W channel.
