Q: How do you evaluate interference? 

A: We have ideas on how to do it, but we don’t have a solution yet.  We don’t do spectrum sensing, but depend on retransmission as an indicator that the channel quality is poor.
Q: Are you assuming that all the Wi-Fi clients are associated and authenticated to a host.

A: Much of this will happen at the layers above the MAC, after the IP address has been assigned.

O: IEEE 802.11 does not do layers above Layer 2, so there is a possible scope issue here.

Q: You start with everybody trying to discover each other on a macro layer, then moving to solving the micro problem with OBSS.  There are other ways of addressing the OBSS problem.

A: This grew out of a global issue we have seen over interference.

O: 802.11has looked at ways to address OBSS interference, so you’ll have to show this is a superior approach.
Chair asked for any other topics for discussion. No response.
