· Patent policy displayed but not necessarily relevant to meetings of the Standing Committee.
 Agenda

· The Standing Committee agenda is found in 11-14/1010r1 (updated to 11-14/1010r2) and was approved via unanimous consent.
Minutes
· The minutes (11-14/1050r0) from the San Diego were also approved by unanimous consent.
 Drafts

· 802.11
· No new drafts have been liaised by IEEE 802.11 to JTC1/SC6 since the last plenary meeting
· The last liaised document was the 3.0 draft of 802.11mc (the 802.11 rollup that will become 802.11-2015)
· IEEE 802.11ah and 802.11ai drafts are not yet considered sufficiently mature to send in liaison
· 802.1
· IEEE 802.1AX-Rev (draft 4.3) was submitted this month to SC6
· IEEE 802.1AC-Rev is probably not ready to be liaised
· In any case, the 802.1 WG is not present at this interim meeting to discuss any changes to that status
· 802.15
· Whether IEEE 802.15 documents are to be liaised to SC6 (instead of SC31 as is currently done) is still under discussion
· Jodi Haasz (IEEE Staff) will be working on this topic next week
New work
· IEEE 802 has notified SC 6 of the formation of several new study groups and task groups.
PSDO
· 802.11
· IEEE 802.11ac and IEEE 802.11af are in their 60-day pre-ballots, but those do not close until the week following this meeting so status is not yet available.  
· 802.1
· IEEE 802.1AEbw and IEEE 802.1AEbn are both in 5-month FDIS ballots, both closing on February 1, 2015
· IEEE 802.1Xbx and IEEE 802.1Q-Rev will start their 60-day pre-ballots once IEEE formally publishes those documents
· IEEE 802 (the base standard) and IEEE 802.3.1 are in 60-day pre-ballots closing in October
· 802.22
· IEEE 802.22 is waiting to start its 5-month FDIS ballot, having cleared the 60-day pre-ballot hurdle in May
· IEEE 802.22a is queued up behind and dependent upon IEEE 802.22 being blessed before proceeding
· 1888
· IEEE 1888 (smart grid-related) received the usual comments from the China National Body (NB) regarding security and IETF RFC references.
Other proposals 

· TePA
· There is no update on the China NB’s previous push for TePA-based protocols.
· The attempt to push TePA in SC27 hasn’t seen any traction either
· EUHT
· There’s also no news on EUHT (IEEE 802.11ac analogue) and UHT (IEEE 802.11n analogue)
· WLAN Cloud & WLAN optimistaion
· The WLAN Cloud (a technology similar to the Wi-Fi Alliance’s (WFA) Hotspot 2.0 effort) and Optimization Technology in WLAN potential new projects were not moved to WG1 from WG7
· The optimization project did not succeed in getting a PWI (Preliminary Work Item) started
· The WLAN Cloud document went out for comment; the IEEE 802.11 WG responded with comments in March
· The China NB sent comments in May
· The current version of the WLAN Cloud appears to ignore the IEEE 802.11 WG input, which had pointed out that necessary technologies to provide the desired service already exist within the IEEE 802.11/WFA suite of specifications
· The IEEE 802 delegation to the SC6 meeting in London next month should continue to re-iterate the points made in the IEEE 802 liaison, with the hope that this will head off any potential PWI
· A new version (N15961) of the optimization technology proposal was supplied to the May 2014 JTC1/SC6/WG7 meeting in Beijing, but it’s not clear what the impact of that update will be going forward.
JTC1/SC6 meeting
· JTC1/SC6 meeting
· The next JTC1/SC6 meeting will take place at BSI’s facility in London, UK the week of October 20-24, 2014.
· The WG1 convener (chair) is from South Korea.
· A Canadian candidate may replace him
· The deadline for new topics for the meeting was September 5th
· Nothing of great impact has been seen on the docket from that deadline, although the deadline for submissions related to old topics is the end of this month.
· The WG7 agenda does include a topic for collaboration with the IEEE 802.11 WG, but no details are currently available.
· JTC1/SC6 meeting delegation
· Bruce Kraemer (Marvell Semiconductor) will attend the London meeting as the IEEE Head of Delegation (HoD)
· Adrian Stephens (Intel and IEEE 802.11 WG chair) and Stephen McCann (IEEE 802.11 Secretary) will also attend and will essentially be HoDs-in-training as this is Kraemer’s last meeting.
· Dan Harkins indicated that he would not be attending the meeting given the dearth of security-relevant updates at the meeting
· Jodi Haasz will also attend as part of the IEEE delegation, while Andrew Myles (Cisco) will attend on behalf of the US NB.
· JTC1/SC6 meeting material
· Updated overviews of IEEE 802.3, 802.11, and 802.15 will be available for the October meeting.  A new IEEE 802.22 overview has been submitted
· Kraemer is working on an overall IEEE 802 overview document.
· JTC1/SC6 operation
· ISO/IEC JTC1 has changed the way it operates
· Previously, work was done purely by representatives of NBs
· Now it allows for registered experts
· IEEE has nominated 9 members as registered experts at the WG level, although documents appear to be distributed at the SC level, which means that the IEEE experts have not been receiving anything
· Apruva Mody (IEEE 802.22 chair) requested to be added to the registry as an IEEE expert.

· The meeting recessed at 2:18 p.m
· The second JTC1 time slot will be used to brief Adrian Stephens and Stephen McCann in preparation for the October meeting, but no new material will be brought then
· The third time slot will be cancelled.
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
