2. Stephen McCann (Chair Pro Tem) called the meeting to order at 1:05pm ET.
3. Chair went through IEEE patent policy and other guidelines

· Call for potentially essential patents: no response from participants.

4. Agenda 
· The agenda (as sent in the e-mail and shown in agenda slide deck 11-15/1475r1) was approved by unanimous consensus.
5. Discussion of proposed TGaq architecture
· Proxy Client/Server mechanism
· Mark Hamilton summarized the following questions so far raised by ARC regarding 11aq architecture:
· Is the proxy server inside the AP or not?

· How much of the proxy (client/server) entities are above MAC or above 802.11?

· Stephen McCann briefly presented document 11-15/1254r2.
· Discussed what it means by “Service available to the BSS”. 
· A service can be anywhere within the WLAN or even outside the WLAN yet reachable via the WLAN.
· Discussed what a proxy client is.
· Discussed what proxy procedure is.
· Discussed whether proxy procedure should be something above Layer 2.
· Commented that if the proxy client/server uses the service of the MAC, we need to define the interfaces between the proxy client and the MAC, and between the proxy server and the MAC, even though we don’t define the client and server.
· Commented that the proxy procedure currently can go in and out of the DS and it may be necessary to consider support for 11ak GLK when the DS is not present.
· Relationship to ARC
· Mark Hamilton presented document 11-15/540r5, Figure 540-1.
· 802.11 mostly specifies layers below LLC sublayer with a couple of exceptions (authenticator and supplicant)
· Mark then presented document 11-15/555r6, Figure R-1.
· DSAF: Distribution System Access Function.
· Mark then presented REVmc_D4.0, Figure 4-8.
· Suggested that the proxy procedure (in 11aq architecture diagram) may be viewed as similar to the dot-line to the SSPN in the figure.
· Discussed what the system requirement should be for the proxy entities in order for us to define the lower layers.

· One view is that we already have the service name, instance name, and a generic container for upper layer service information in 11aq today. It is flexible enough.

· Another view asks if we need additional system requirements.
