3.1.2. Question (Q): What does moderate mean on slide #12?
3.1.3. Answer (A): It’s a FIPS 199 definition, which can be easily found by searching online.: https://nvlpubs.nist.gov/nistpubs/FIPS/NIST.FIPS.199.pdf

3.1.4. Q: Have all these use cases have been considered in 802.11p or IEEE 1609?
3.1.5. A: Possibly about 50% of them.  Remember that ITS is not just DSRC. It’s much bigger than that. Some of these use cases can be achieved using 802.11p, but several of them could be solved using a BCS amendment to 802.11.

3.1.6. Comment (C): Most of these were started in 802.11p, but didn’t end up in the final version.  Some of the more general transportation use cases were not considered.
3.1.7. C: The 802.11p transmissions are not exclusively broadcast. These use cases have been tuned for the BCS interest group.
3.1.8. Q: It was stated earlier, that with BCS, it would enable some of these use cases, much earlier than using 802.11p.

3.1.9. A: I can’t really answer that, as I work for a non-profit organization. There are some benefit analyses, but I’m not really sure.
