1. The chair called the meeting to order at 10:00 ET.

1.1. Chair introduces himself

1.2. The agenda 11-21-0598r1 is presented.
1.2.1. The agenda was unanimously approved by the attendees.

2. Chair reminds participants on the meeting, patent, and copyright policies.

2.1. Chair called for essential patents and none was indicated.
2.2. Chair reminds participants of the IEEE copyright policy
3. Editor’s report
3.1. The draft 1.02 is almost ready and will hopefully be uploaded to the IEEE 802.11 members’ area shortly.
3.2. Chair: Thanks to those people who have recently volunteered for some of the “unassigned” CIDs.

4. Presentations:
4.1. “Behavior at an EBCS AP that provides relaying service” (11-21-0568r0)

4.1.1. Q: Is this the latest version of the presentation?
4.1.2. A: No. There were some updates from the co-authors that I have not presented.

4.1.3. Chair: Please can you upload the newer version as 11-21-0568r1.

4.1.4. Q: I have some editorial comments about this submission.
4.1.5. A: It may be easier to deal with the editorial issues after this call.

4.1.6. Q: I assume that there is no description about the network controller.

4.1.7. A: Yes, that is correct.

4.1.8. Q: Is this text for an informative annex?

4.1.9. A: No, this will go into clause 11.

4.1.10. Q: I think this is an example of how the system may work, not how it will work.

4.1.11. A: So, perhaps the text needs to be tidied up.

4.1.12. Q: How is replay detection going to work?
4.1.13. A: Any AP that support this relaying service, will have a replay detection feature.

4.1.14. C: Therefore the AP has to remember frame counts or timing information.

4.1.15. Q: Some of the text states “network entity”. What is this?

4.1.16. A: That needs to be clarified.

4.1.17. C: The URI carries a destination address.

4.1.18. C: For STAs that have no association, they can also transmit broadcast frames. The AP that performs the relaying does not need to be associated with the STA.

4.1.19. C: I’m confused about the 11bc project. I assume that these APs are doing something different from conventional 802.11 APs. Some sort of component is required that handles the broadcast traffic, because the 802.11 distribution service is not being used in 11bc.  The term “network controller” could be an EBCS server, as the broadcast traffic needs to be captured and forwarded. It’s not using the normal 802.11 AP functionality.
4.1.20. C: There is an advertisement server that was defined in 802.11u. In 802.11aq, there is a service information registry.
4.1.21. Q: However, I think this is different for downlink?

4.1.22. A: There may still be some issues, so it needs to be checked. Remember this is not LAN functionality.

4.1.23. C: If you look in clause 4 of the IEEE 802.11-2020 baseline you’ll see that 802.11aq introduced a Service Information Registry (SIR). Then in clause 11 there was some normative description of how frames over the air interface would be dealt with.

4.1.24. C: Ok, all that sounds great and I’ll follow a similar format. There will be an 11-21-0568r2 with some of these changes.

4.1.25. Q: What has happened to the MAC address subfield?
4.1.26. A: It has been removed.

4.1.27. Several small corrections were suggested to the presentation.

4.1.28. The revised submission will be 11-21-0314r2.
4.2.  “Conflict_1091_1451” (11-21-0581r0)
4.2.1. Q: The note for option 3, what is an EBCS frame.
4.2.2. A: It should be the “EBCS Info” frame.

4.2.3. Chair: Some resolution text is now required for these two CIDs. Then we can put some text into the comment resolution database.
4.3. “Resolutions for Clause 9” (11-21-0579r0)

4.3.1. CID 1076 -  This has already been solved in another approved submission (11-21-0084r6)
4.3.2. C: The negotiation method was defined in the previous submission.

4.3.3. A: This is based on an approved submission.

4.3.4. Chair: Perhaps you can add to the comment resolution that changes have already been made to D1.02.

4.3.5. Chair: The rest of these resolutions will have to be left until the next meeting.
