The IEEE 802.11 WG would like to thank 3GPP SA2 for their liaison of January, 2007 “LS response on Update statement regarding IEEE 802.11u (Interworking with External Networks) S2-070577 (IEEE 802.11-06/1814r0)”
IEEE 802.11 WG note SA2’s desire to determine, if besides TS 23.234, other 3GPP specifications under the control of 3GPP SA3 and CT1are affected. From knowledge of the work in 3GPP, IEEE 802.11 sees the following as potential common areas for discussion:
1. Support for emergency services when the user is accessing their services via WLAN
a) Service Capability Advertisement

b) Admission control  
c) Unauthenticated network access using public user credentials on a dedicated emergency services SSID. For example, should there be a common set of credentials and identities?
d) Architecture and signalling protocols beyond the WLAN access point (PDG/ IMS/VCC in the case of 3GPP and optional use of the IEEE 802.21 Media Independent Handover Information Server (IS) in the case of IEEE 802)
e) Other service availability and integrity issues eg protection against Distributed Denial of Service attacks. 
2. 3GPP’s potential use of the new information provided by an IEEE 802.11u capable network to the AAA server in the mobile network for I-WLAN.
3. 3GPP’s potential use of the new control features provided by the IEEE 802.11u capable network from the AAA server in the mobile network for I-WLAN, for example QoS mapping between networks. 

3GPP SA2’s suggestion of a teleconference to discuss some specific impacts to TS 23.234 3GPP SA2 view if other 3GPP specifications under the control of 3GPP SA3 and CT1 are affected by the areas listed above is welcome.
