Issues discussed and decisions made:

1. Section 6.9 was reviewed. Minor modifications were made to subsections 6.9.2.1 and 6.9.2.2:

6.9.2.1. Transmit

The proposal should estimate the power consumption for the PHY throughputs specified in section 6.2 with proposed minimum and maximum PHY frame lengths, as specified by the proposal.

6.9.2.2. Receive

The proposal should estimate the power consumption for the PHY throughputs specified in section 6.2 with proposed minimum and maximum PHY frame lengths, as specified by the proposal.
2. Section 6.10 was reviewed and modified as follows:

6.10. Antenna Practicality

6.10.1. Definition 

Required Antenna size and form factor depends on the specific application. The antenna form factor should be consistent with the envisioned applications. 

6.10.2. Value 

Antenna form factor should be described with reference to expected size. Any additional information the proposer desires to provide on the antenna such as size, frequency response, and radiation characteristics would be beneficial.

3. Annex A was reviewed. Minor modifications was made to the text:

Annex A:  Criteria Self-Evaluation Method and Matrix

Each proposer will evaluate their own proposal, based on the selection criteria referenced in the tables below, and will include this information in their proposal presentation. In order to indicate the importance level of each of the criteria, an ABC leveling scheme is used. 

· A – Most Important Requirement

· B – Important Desired Requirement

· C – A “Nice to Have” Requirement

Once the proposals have been presented, each token-bearing TG3c committee member will have an opportunity to score each proposal. This information will not be collected and is intended solely to help individual committee members with their own evaluations of each of the proposals. Scoring will be achieved by rating each proposal against each of the criteria indicated below. Three scoring levels are possible:  -, 0, +.

Also, the “importance level” of “Sensitivity” and “Power consumption” was changed from A to B. Detailed discussion on the importance levels was postponed to the next teleconference.
