PM1 Session

At 13:37 Local Time Mike McInnis opened the meeting

Chair Michael McGinnis of Boeing brought the meeting to order in Room Edward A.
Officers of committee were listed.  Russ Chandler agreed to be acting as secretary for this meeting.

Call for patents made and no one made responded about any relevant patents.
A motion for approval of the agenda (Document IEEE 15.10-0451-TG4f) was made by Tim Harrington of Zebra/Wherenet and seconded by Andy Ward of Ubisense.  The agenda approved by unanimous consent.
Document IEEE 15.10-0452-TGrf was presented by Chairman

· Other guidelines of the meeting were communicated to the group.

· Role of chair, PAR scope and purpose reviewed.

· Future project meeting dates were discussed.

· Timeline was reviewed. 
· Meeting goals were discussed. 

· Schedule of meetings for 4f group this week were announced.

Group was reminded to sign in to get attendance, and how to get attendance errors corrected.

At 13:50, a motion for approval of Beijing minutes (document 15-10-0355-01-004f) was made by Andy Ward.  The motion was seconded by Tim Harrington and was approved by unanimous consent.

At 13:55, a draft 154e document discussing blink frames (test-frame-types-15-4e-01-01-14.doc) which had been circulated via email by Michael Bahr of Siemens was reviewed and discussed by the group.  
· Discrepancies in section 7.2.2d.1.2.5 (table 80.j) Sub Frame Type subfield were identified.  Modifications to the draft were made in table 80.j.  
· Section title 7.2.2e was modified to replace the German word “tüdelkram” with the English word “Multi-use.”
· Billy Verso of DecaWave agreed to compose an email to send to Michal Bahr outlining the group’s suggested edits.
At 14:30, an additional discussion took place regarding the blink frame.
At 14:52, the most recent merged document 15-09-0804-14-004f-tg4f-merged-proposal-decawave-guard-rfid-time-domain-ubisense-zes.pptx was reviewed. Tim Harrington motioned to approve this document and Andy Ward seconded.  Of the group present, 8 voted yes, zero no and zero abstained.  The motion was approved.

At 15:04, The Part 15.4 standards from 2006 and 2007 were reviewed to identify what areas within the standard would be modified.

The meeting went into recess at 15:30.

Monday 12, Jul 2010

PM2 Session

The meeting was called to order at 16:25.  The published standards for 802.15.4 (2006) and 802.15.4a (2007) were projected on one screen.  On a second screen, an initial draft for15.4f was brought up for comparison and collaborative editing.  A work in progress draft was saved by Tim Harrington and sent to the Chairman as a backup to be further edited at the next session.  The document posted was 15-10-0549-00-004f.

AM1 Session

The meeting was called to order at 08:55.  The published standards for 802.15.4 (2006) and 802.15.4a (2007) were projected on one screen.  On a second screen, the draft text document 15-10-0549-00-004f was brought up for collaborative editing.  
Under section A.6, PHY Specification, it was decided that individual sections would need to be developed for specific PHY’s by certain individuals.  These assignments were noted in the draft document which was saved as revision 1 (document 15-10-0549-01-004f).  Each writer having been given an assignment, it was agreed that for the AM2 session, the meeting would be called to order and then recessed into an ad hoc meeting giving writers the opportunity to develop their content. 
The meeting went into recess at 10:00.
Tuesday 13, Jul 2010

AM2 Session

At 10:30, the meeting was called to order and then immediately recessed and placed in an ad hoc mode giving writers the opportunity to develop their content.   Attendees were encouraged to attend the 4e PM1 session.
Wednesday 14, Jul 2010

AM1 Session

At 8:10, the meeting was called to order.  The published standards for 802.15.4 (2006) and 802.15.4a (2007) were projected on one screen.  The draft standard document 15-10-0549-01-004f was brought up on the other screen. Individual sections developed by writers during the ad hoc time were reviewed.  The writers agreed to send their text to Tim Harrington, who will insert them into the draft document and save it to revision 2.
At 10:10, the meeting went into recess until the Thursday AM1 session.

Thursday 15, Jul 2010

AM1 Session

At 8:15, the meeting was called to order.  Dalibor Pokrajac of Guard RFID presented document 15-10-571-00-004f and it was discussed.  Dalibor agreed to make changes during the ad hoc period for discussion again during the AM2 session.

At 8:49, Andy Ward brought up an edited version of the draft standard document 15-10-0549-02-004f for presentation and discussion.  Andy agreed to make changes during the ad hoc period for discussion again during the AM2 session.

At 9:03, the meeting was recessed to give authors time to develop their content in an ad hoc mode until the AM2 session. 

AM2 Session

At 10:35, the meeting was called to order.  Andy Ward brought up an edited copy of the draft standard document 15-10-0549-02-004f for discussion and the topic of interoperability with 802.15.4a was raised.  

The merged standard overview document, 15-09-0804-14-004f was brought up and the slide describing the interoperability and coexistence between 802.15.4a and 802.15.4f receivers and tags was reviewed.  It was agreed that sections on interoperability and coexistence would need to be included in the final standards document.

At 11:05, Billy Verso of DecaWave brought up an edited copy of the draft standard document for review and discussion.  No additional comments were made.
At 11:10, Dalibor brought up a revised version (15) of the previously agreed merged overview document and descrived changes made to the 433 MHz Air Interface (15-09-0804-15-004f). After some discussion, a motion was made by Dalibor and seconded by Andy to adopt this version as the new merged merged document.  The motion passed with 5 yes votes, 0 no, and 0 abstain. 

Tim Harrington agreed to make changes to the document, which were to be uploaded following the meeting as 15-10-0549-03-004f.
