Question on interference to MBANS their protection? Could be part of coordination plus the usual coexistence mechanisms will be effective.

Who else uses top 10 MHz in the MBANS band? AMT in lower 5 MHz and amateur in the top 5 MHz

What is the usage? It is not critical care.

Concerns are expressed about the potential abuse of the key.

How is the key conveyed to hospital? By any means possible, post or Internet

Chair suggests what our next steps should be, for example do we need a call for applications? No responses so skip this.
