Chair presented the IP policy.

Minutes of TG4j San Francisco meetings were approved.

There was a quick review of the agenda with some rearranging of the order of the presentations, otherwise the agenda was agreed.

Chair went through the TG’s scope and background and reviewed the progress so far.
Dave Evans presented Philips’s channelization plan proposal, document (15-11-595-00).
Seung-Hoon Park ask about to situation with just one set of non-over-lapping channels, Dave Evans replied that this will have less available channels than either the 1 or 2 MHz offset cases when AMT is operating.
There was a question on whether there are 1 or 2 channel pages. Dave Evans replies that it does not really matter how we define the channels and pages here, they are just numbers that the application uses.

There was a discussion on the choice of channels. The conclusion was that devices will have information from the MBANS coordinator and then the application should select these.

There was a discussion on channel scanning and it was suggested that there may be a need to put knowledge of likely AMT spectrum usage in the nodes and to construct a scanning strategy.
It was noted that the AMT usage will change at most on a daily basis and invariably more infrequently.

Chair goes through the proposal comparison document (15-11-388-05) in particular slide 5 on MBANS and FCC “Terms.”

Eun Tae Won asks for clarification of the term “control point.” Chair notes that this is a requirement by the FCC and it provides an interface within a healthcare facility to the “band coordinator.” See 15-11-0628 for details of FCC documents and where a definition of these terms can be found.

Chair gives a brief summary of the technical details in the three proposals.

Samsung’s notes that there is no update on their PHY proposal since the relevant person could not attend the Okinawa session. Samsung state that they will conduct a discussion on the TG4j reflector on their PHY proposal. 
Seung-Hoon Park notes that the pulse couple oscillator proposal provides synchronization at the MAC and not the PHY layer.

Seung-Hoon Park goes through Samsung’s original MAC proposal 15-11-0470 since they do not have a new presentation.

Chair asks whether sensors will pair with hubs from different manufacturers. Dave Evans remarks that this might be the same manufacturer in hospitals and may differ in home situations.

Dave Evans remarks that a service ID can be put in the beacon payload and that this is an implementation feature.

Dave Evans remarks that we need a clearer explanation of the unslotted & slotted CSMA proposal, Seung-Hoon Park offers to provide some more information.

Suhwook Kim presented the joint LG and Philips MAC proposal for 802.15.4j MBANS, document number 15-11-0472-02.
There were no questions or comments on this proposal from TG4j.
Chair goes through the proposal comparison and there are no changes here. Chair agrees to update the proposal comparison document based on Philips-LG merged proposal.
The technical editor states that nothing has happened in respect of the draft template and requests that everyone uses the 2011 version of 802.15.4 for clause numbering since this is now published.

Chair requests that, for the next (November Atlanta) meeting, contributions from the 2 proposers are updated with increased detail and in a format suitable for inclusion in a baseline draft, as a document and not as a presentation. The 2 proposers agree.
