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These are the minutes of IEEE 802.15 PAC study group meeting held at the Hyatt Regency Jacksonville, Jan. 17 - 19. 2012.

 Tuesday Jan. 17th, 2012


1. The Chair called the meeting to order at 8:00am.
2. Chairman: Myung Lee, Secretary: Chanho Yoon
3. IEEE Patent Policy slides were shown. 
4. The chair asked if there were any questions. None heard.
5. The agenda for the meeting is : 15-12-0003-00-0pac-sg-pac-agenda-jan12.xls

6. Attendees were asked to use both the sign in sheet provided and the IMAT system for attendance.
7. There were no objections on approving the mintues on last IG PAC meeting in Atlanta.
8. The PAC chair went an overview of the latest key features of the PAC.  Its related presentation material is “15-12-0004-00-0pac-pac-introduction.pptx “. 
9. As a conclusion of the presentation of PAC features, a call for a new task group was proposed.
10. There were some discussions on modifying use-case model for emergency cases.  Some group members mentioned about inconsistency of PAC uses cases depending on infrastructure.
11. Marco Hernandez from NICT gave a presentation (15-12-0035-00-0pac-potential-sub-ghz-and-uwb-channelization-in-japan-for-pac.ppt) for channelization scheme of the PAC.  He proposed both emission standard and channelization scheme exploiting sub-GHz as well as UWB channel available in Japan.
12. In consequence, UWB band was added as a possible operating band for the PAC. 
13. Followed by Hernandez’s presentation, the chair went over PAR & 5C for any possible revision with the group members.  Its related prospective project number is P802.15.8.  
14. The chair announced that he will present an introductory document for PAC to request the EC for approval of elevating PAC’s status to Task Group at the 802.15 WG midweek session.   Huan-bang Li and Seung-Hoon Park agreed to present part of the presentation.
15. The meeting recessed at 10:00am.
16. The group reconvened at 10:30am.
17. The chair continued to go over the remaining part of the PAR & 5C that the group revised so far. 
18. The group agreed to finalize the PAR & 5C by the end of Wednesday.
19. The meeting recessed at 11:00am.
Wednesday Jan. 18th, 2012

20. The group reconvened at 8:00am. 
21. The group continued on revising the PAR.  At the scope section, n-to-m group communication feature was rather vague.  Therefore, the text n-to-m was replaced with group communications with simultaneous membership in multiple groups (typically up to 10).  
22. The group agreed to limit the operational frequency band as below 11GHz.  Bob Heile suggested adding an explanatory note in section 8.1, at the end part of the PAR, to indicate that it is possible the frequency band for device discovery and data transmission can be different.  
23. No change has been made to the 5C document since last Atlanta meeting. 
24. The meeting recessed at 10:00am.
25. The group reconvened at 1:30pm.
26. Since the group agreed such that no further revision of PAR & 5C is needed, the group decided to forward them to the 802.15 chair and present it at the closing 802.15 WG meeting.
27. The meeting recessed at 2:00pm.
Thursday Jan. 19th, 2012

28. The group reconvened at 8:00am.
29. A motion to request that the PAR and five criteria contained in documents “15-12-0063-00-0pac-pac-par.doc” and “15-12-0064-00-0pac-pac-five-criteria.doc” be approved by the IEEE 802.15 WG and that the EC be requested to forward the PAR to NesCom is made by Myung Lee.  The result: Yes 16, No 0, Abs 0.
30. Another motion to move to authorize the 802.15 WG chair to make any needed editorial changes to the PAC PAR and 5C in support of the submission of these documents is made by Myung Lee.  The result: Yes 11, No 0, Abs 1.
31. There was a brief talk about a prospective schedule for next Hawaii meeting.  In addition, teleconference will be held if necessary.   Teleconference bridge is provided by Samsung.  International: 1-072-301-6000.   Toll Free (USA): 1-877-776-7842. 
32. Since there were no further concerns, the AM1 session was recessed at 8:40am.  The group agreed to meet again in AM2 session.
