In 18.1.2, the Extended PHR field does not determine the frame length. It determines the presence of the Frame Length MSB field. Change text accordingly. 

Also in 18.1.2, remove the text stating the frame length in bits. This is already covered by the figures. 

In 18.2, revise the first sentence to say, "The default data rate of the 433 MHz MSK PHY shall be 250 kb/s." Add the 2450 MHz band to the third entry of Table 18-1.  

In 18.1.3, replace "when included" with "when present."

Add Clause 5.6.1 bullet points on coexistence to the draft and modify to reference the new PHY.
