Discussion/Introduction: 
The commenter is correct, CFO is not defined.  Doing a little digging…
The acronym CFO is not used in the base standard (P802.15.4me-D7), but the concept is not new in 4ab, indeed the words “frequency offset” appear sixteen times in the base standard.
Proposed resolution “Revised”. And expand the four uses of CFO in 4ab as follows:
Location: P802.15.4ab/D01 page 70 line 7:
A report primarily serves to provide ranging results obtained during the ranging phase. The values for the reply time and round-trip time shall be reported as measured by its sender's local clock without CFO clock frequency offset compensation to the receiver's side.  
Location: P802.15.4ab/D01 page 73 line 15:
In each ranging sub-round, the ranging control phase, the ranging phase and the measurement report phase are the same as the one-to-one ranging case. Particularly, in the first sub-round, the ranging initiation message allows CFO/SFO for carrier/symbol frequency offset acquisition.
(This change also addresses CI # 1389, saying “CFO/SFO undefined”, assigned to Jinjing).
Location: P802.15.4ab/D01 page 76 lines 13 & 14:
As shown in Figure 44, Multiple RSF transmissions may be applied to devices in a ranging area network (RAN), where the responders may transmit RSFs simultaneously as scheduled by an initiator.  To maintain multiple RSF signals received at the initiator side to have low enough cross correlations each other, CFO clock frequency offset pre-correction may be required in transmitting the RSF at the responder side. How to do this CFO clock frequency offset pre-correction is out of scope this standard.
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
