The group felt we need additional contribution in #12, mobility. We also need to clarify the definition of “roaming” and “handover”.
The group felt we need additional contribution in #15.
The Chair initiated the discussion on how and when to solicit the additional contribution.

The group discussed the timeline of TG5. The group revised the timeline and generated a new version to be uploaded.
