· We may need to do address mapping in mesh layer to convert IEEE address we received from SSCS to three address fields, Addr Mode, PAN ID and Addr.
· Check 4b support for multicast; if not supported, may need to change addressing scheme

· The reserved bits in “TxOptions” parameter of the MCPS-DATA.request can be used to indicate some information, such as multicast.
· Check 802.2 MAC group address structure.
· Let application layer handle the reliability. But hop by hop reliability is required. Carry the request by mesh packet to the next hop.

· Decide to differentiate nodes into WPAN Mesh Device (WMD) and WPAN End Device (WED).
· Consider link quality on both joining and routing processes. 4 bits to present the link quality. Other bits can be used to indicate other information, such as energy level.

· We don’t support beacon network at this moment.
· Agree that low power consumption (especially low power router) and portability features are must-have features.
