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Introduction

When the paging message is larger than the maximum size supported by the network, it may be segmented. Moreover, idle mode section of the draft [1] describes that paging message may be segmented. However, regarding the paging message segmentation, some text of idle mode section was wrongly described as fragmentation.
Thus, we clarify the description of paging message segmentation.
