IEEE 802.16 Session #79 Opening Plenary Meeting

Monday May 14, 2012, 09:06 – 11:42 hours.
Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 09:06 hours local time. He welcomed the Working Group to Atlanta for Session #79 of the IEEE 802.16 WG.

Roger presented an overview of the operation of the Session #79 webpage.

Dr. Roger Marks began by introducing himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with Consensii LLC, Mobile Pulse, Inc, and the WiMAX Forum.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Acting Secretary.
Roger explained how to access documents using the online IEEE Mentor Documents system.

Roger noted the web site <http://docii.wirelessman.org> and that it is useful for finding WG documents and the subgroup or meeting to which they have been assigned.

Roger presented the upload server for accessing sponsor ballot comments received. 

Roger presented a review of the IEEE 802.16 Session #78 Report.
Membership and Voting
The WG Chair described types of Membership in the WG as well as the rights and obligations of Membership in the WG (http:// ieee802.org/16/membership.html). At the beginning of the Session there were 71 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the WG. Potential Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_pot.html>), Members in Peril (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_peril.html>) and Observers (<http://ieee802.org/16/observers.html>) were also noted. Members of the WG were advised to verify that their registration badge correctly indicated their membership as a voting member of the IEEE 802.16 WG. 
Attendance

The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the WG depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”). The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system from http://attendance.wirelessman.org. The attendance software's “Affiliation” field is the appropriate Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>) and will be reported as such. The WG Chair explained that entering “IEEE” as an affiliation is invalid and no participation credit will be given in that case. Attendees were advised that they must record at least 75% of the possible credit hours in the IMAT attendance system in order to ensure “Participation” status for the session. Attendees were further advised that for this session, there are 35 hours worth of meetings, so 27 hours of attendance are required to reach 75%.  However, the number of hours may decrease based on scheduling discussions within the task groups and study groups.

Approvals

The WG Chair reviewed the opening plenary agenda, which was available at <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg79/agenda.html >, and asked for comments or concerns. None were received.

Motion (09:15 h): “Motion: To approve the Opening Plenary Meeting Agenda as presented.”

The agenda was adopted without objection.

The WG Chair asked if there were any comments on the minutes of the previous session. None were received.

Motion (09:17 h): “To approve the Minutes of Session #78 (IEEE 802.16-12-0271-00).”

Moved by Jaesun Cha, seconded by Tim Godfrey.

Motion approved by unanimous consent.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

Roger presented the Patent Slides for Standards Development Meetings <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the secretary to record in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

The WG Chair reminded the group that Letters of Assurance (LoA) are available at the IEEE-SA web site. A database of LoAs related to IEEE 802.16 is available at <http://standards.ieee.org/db/patents/pat802_16.html>. The WG Chair instructed the Task Group and Study Group chairs to repeat the patent policy in their groups per the details provided for the respective groups.  Copyright information is available at <http://ieee802.org/16/ipr/copyrights>. 

The WG Chair explained the IEEE 802 Rules documents, including Policies and Procedures, the Operations Manual and also the Working Group P&P <http://ieee802.org/devdocs.shtml>.

Roger noted that the study group meetings are regarded as pre-PAR meetings.  This requires a different patent policy document to be presented at the start of each meeting than what is used for the working group and the task groups.  This patent policy document is included in the agenda for each study group.

The WG Chair displayed and presented the Chair’s Opening Plenary Presentation Slides IEEE 802.16-12-0359-01-Gdocs.  The status for each task group and study group was presented.
The WG Chair disclosed that Tim Godfrey has agreed to participate in an IEEE 802 EC Ad Hoc meeting on Smart Grid/Smart Utility Networks.  Formation of a Technical Advisory Group on Smart Grid technology will be discussed.

IEEE 802 Issues

There are no tutorials this week. 

Working Group Status/Issues

The WG Chair presented the IEEE 802.16 Session #79 Document Guide.  

The WG Chair displayed the Mentor System Session #79 input document assignments for each of the subgroups <http://docii.wirelessman.org>.  He noted that the 802.18 Chair had expressed an interest in having 802 draft a document on smart grid technology for the ITU-R by the May session.  In support of that effort, the GRIDMAN Task Groups is assigned to review document IEEE 802.16-12-0230-01-Gdoc.
The WG Chair displayed and presented his proposed revision of the Session #79 Meeting Schedule for the week.

Maintenance TG Report:

The Sponsor Ballot results for IEEE P802.16Rev3/D6 and IEEE P802.16.1/D6 satisfy the numerical conditions for approval.  Roger designated a working group ad hoc meeting on Wednesday morning to address sponsor ballot comments received during the most recent recirculation. In the absence of the TG chair, Roger agreed to chair the ad hoc meeting.

M2M TG Report:

M2M TG Chair Jaesun Cha presented the WG Document, “Session #78 802.16 M2M Task Group Opening Report” (IEEE 802.16-12-0366-00-Gdoc).  He presented the status of sponsor ballots on P802.16p/D6 and P802.16.1b/D3.  Both satisfy the numerical conditions for approval.   Jaesun presented the M2M TG plans for the week.

GRIDMAN TG Report:

GRIDMAN TG Chair Tim Godfrey presented the WG Document, “GRIDMAN Opening Report for Session #78” (IEEE 802.16-12-0367-01-Gdoc). Tim discussed the GRIDMAN comment resolution status, and output document goals for the week.  He also presented the GRIDMAN TG agenda for the week.

Project Planning Committee (PPC) Report:

PPC Acting Chair Roger mentioned the single input contribution to Session #79, and presented the schedule for the week.

ITU-R Liaison:

No meeting is scheduled for the ITU-R Liaison group.  There are three output documents that need to be completed; one for WP5A, another for WP5D, and one for IMT-2000.

HetNet Study Group:

Study Group Chair Harry Bims reviewed the agenda and schedule for the week.

Metrology Study Group:

Study Group Acting Chair Clif Barber reviewed the agenda and schedule for the week.

Opening

The WG Chair of the 802.16 WG called the meeting to order at 16:02 local time.

Each of the comments had been determined to be out of scope.  Responses were crafted to each comment with an explanation. Roger reviewed the reasons for rejection applied to these comments.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 14 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

GRIDMAN TG Report:

GRIDMAN TG Chair Tim Godfrey presented the WG Document, “GRIDMAN_Closing_s79” (IEEE 802.16-12-0386-01-Gdoc).

Tim discussed the accomplishments for the week, the Session #79 Output Documents and the proposed schedule of activities to be completed before Session #80.

Motion (16:33 h): “To authorize the editor to generate Draft P802.16n/D3 based on Draft P802.16n/D2 and the comment resolutions in ‘IEEE 802.16-12-0340-02-Gdoc’ and to conduct 30 day Letter Ballot Recirculation #37b on Draft P802.16n/D3.”

Moved by Tim Godfrey; seconded by Anh Tuan.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 14 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Motion (16:34 h): “To authorize the editor to generate Draft P802.16.1a/D3 based on Draft P802.16.1a/D2 and the comment resolutions in ‘IEEE 802.16-12-0341-02-Gdoc’ and to conduct 30 day Letter Ballot Recirculation #38b on Draft P802.16.1a/D3.”

Moved by Tim Godfrey; seconded by Eunkyung Kim.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 14 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Project Planning Committee:

PPC TG Chair Roger Marks presented the WG Document, “Project Planning Committee Report and Minutes – Session #79” (IEEE 802.16-12-0384-02-Gdoc).

The draft balloting schedules < http://schedules.wirelessman.org> were reviewed. No updates were required.

Based on an input contribution, the PPC had agreed to study BS-controlled direct communication (DC) for proximity-based applications. The PPC solicits inputs on this topic, including clarification of the differences from DC being developed in other standardization activities. It was clarified that this includes GRIDMAN DC.

HetNet Study Group:

HetNet SG Chair Harry Bims presented the WG Document, “HetNet SG Closing Report for Session #79” (IEEE 802.16-12-0391-00-Gdoc).

Harry described the activities of the study group for the week, the proposed PAR and Five Criteria document, and the proposed Call for Contributions.

Motion (15:56 h): “To forward the proposed PAR for Standardization of Mobile Broadband Network Performance Measurements (16-12-0377-00-Gdoc) and associated proposed Five Criteria Statement (16-12-0378-00-Gdoc) to IEEE 802 Executive Committee.”

Moved by Harry Bims; seconded by Jaesun Cha.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 15 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Motion (17:04 h): “To authorize the HetNet SG to issue a Call for Contributions (IEEE 802.16-12-0390-00-Gdoc) on the Open Mobile Networks Interface (OMNI) topic”

Moved by Harry Bims; seconded by Tim Godfrey.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 15 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Metrology Study Group:

Metrology SG Acting Chair Clifton Barber presented the WG Document, “Project Planning Committee Report and Minutes – Session #79” (IEEE 802.16-12-0380-00-Gdoc).

He described a summary of the meeting activities and input contributions, and next steps for the SG at Session #80.

Motion (17:12 h): “To forward the proposed PAR for Standardization of Mobile Broadband Network Performance Measurements (16-12-0377-00-Gdoc) and associated proposed Five Criteria Statement (16-12-0378-00-Gdoc) to IEEE 802 Executive Committee.”

Moved by Jaesun Cha; seconded by Harry Bims.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 15 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Motion (17:30 h): “To approve the issuance of the Call for Contributions for 802.16 Metrology SG for Session #80 (16-12-0379-02-Gdoc).”

Moved by Anshuman Nigam; seconded by Harry Bims.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 16 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

The WG Chair announced that, at his discretion per the IEEE 802 WG P&P, he conferred membership in the WG upon Clifton Barber for his outstanding contributions as Metrology Study Group Acting Chair.
ITU-R Liaison Group Report:

WG Chair Roger Marks noted that the WG had received a liaison statement (IEEE 802.16-0368) from the WiMAX Forum in response to a statement sent several months ago.  The WiMAX Forum statement indicates that they plan to update their IMT-2000 GCS documents. Marks had accordingly drafted an update to an earlier 802.16 input to WP 5D in order to accommodate the new WiMAX Forum document set.

Motion (17:43 h): “To approve the document IEEE 802.16-12-0248-02-Gdoc.”

Moved by Clif Barber; seconded by Jaesun Cha.

Discussion: There was none.
