In parallel the main 802.22 group had scheduled sessions dealing with comment resolution.

TG 2

The primary goal of TG 2 for this session was to complete an outline of discussion topics for the development of the Recommended Practice.

The outline has been completed and TG 2 adjourned one meeting early.

Three volunteers have agreed to pull pertinent information relating to installation and deployment from:

· Functional Requirements Document
· 802.18 Reply Comments to the TV white space NPRM

· Technical spreadsheets

that will be used to begin the development for the Recommended Practice.

Geolocation/Database

The goal of the Tiger Team was to come to an agreement for new requirements that need to be added to the Functional Requirements Document relating to:

· Position precision

· Change in position information

· Position data update timing

· Transmission prohibition depending upon whether the device is located within an incumbent protected contour or outside the protected contour but within the keep-out region

The wording of these requirements is still be developed.  Agreement has been reached on the minimum position precision requirement.

It has also been agreed that the database will contain polygons representing the incumbent protected contour as opposed to station data in a form similar to the FCC’s CDBS.

Sensing

Three sensing technique proposals were given along with simulation results.

Through hearing the presentations, it has been clear that the sensing technique evaluation procedure needs to be significantly altered.

A discussion on what is going to be sent through the air interface is planned addresseing whether it is desirable for the CPEs to report not only whether they sense an incumbent service but also report the level of the service that was detected.

A laboratory test plan to evaluate the sensing techniques will also be discussed.

TG 1

Proposals for the 802.22.1 standard were presented.

A down-select vote and confirmation vote is planned to occur by the end of this session to select a baseline for 802.22.1.
